
Can you transfer United tickets to another person? 
 
No, you cannot directly transfer a United Airlines flight ticket (1-877-624-1038) to another 

person once it is purchased, 1-877-624-1038 as tickets are generally non-transferable and 

non-assignable  1-877-624-1038. Instead, you must cancel the existing ticket, which may 

involve cancellation fees, and then book a new ticket in the name of the person who will be 

traveling  1-877-624-1038. You can also sometimes use future flight credits to book travel for 

another person  1-877-624-1038.
